As I understand it this is not a private club and therefore they are not allowed smoking in defined outdoor spaces, excerpt from our regs below (this is very hard to enforce but if the expressed purpose is to have a smoking area it does not comply with our regulations):


"No person shall smoke, nor shall any person or employer or other person having control of
the premises upon which smoking is regulated by this regulation, or the business agent or
designee of such person, permit a person to smoke in any of the following places as
defined herein: workplaces, public places, restaurants and bars, including outdoor seating
of a restaurant or bar; educational facilities, indoor sports arenas, health care facilities, and
public transportation, except as otherwise provided in Section 7.6 of this regulation."

"OUTDOOR SEATING: Seating on a patio or other outdoor seating portion of restaurant or bar
whether or not covered or otherwise enclosed."
